Blogging Book Reviews
1. Write a persuasive book review in WORD:
a. Start with a list: Title, Author, Copyright Date and Genre (example below) then write a paragraph or two about the book;
b. Edit, fix mistakes, etc. Make it a level 3 writing;
c. Ctrl + A highlights the entire passage;
d. Ctrl + C copies the passage to a clipboard (or right click copy).
2. Log onto INDYKIDS.US

3. Click on BLOGS

4. Find your teacher’s name

5. Click on the “comments” link

6. Ctrl + V pastes the word doc into the blank field (or right click paste)
7. Click on the button by “Name/URL”
8. Type in your FIRST name only and class number (1 – 7)

9. Click on Edit – reread your final post

10. Click on Publish and you are done.

Your Published review will be sent to me first, I will scan it,  and if it is a Level 3 writing, I will publish it and send the credits earned for the Letter in Reading to your English Teacher.

Check back to see if your writing has been officially published on the Blog.
